1. RULES
1.1 The race will be governed by the current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the Special Regulations of the AYF, (except as any of these are altered by the Sailing Instructions) the Sailing Instructions and all the requirements of relevant government authorities.

The race is designated as a Category 4 event in accordance with AYF Special Regulations Part 1.

NOTICES TO COMPETITORS 

2.1
Notice to competitors will be posted on the official race notice board located in the outside foyer of the club.

3.
CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
3.1
Any change to the Sailing Instructions will be posted before 0830 hrs on the day it will take effect, except that any change to the schedule of race will be posted by 1800 hrs on the day before it will take effect.

THE COURSES
7.1
The diagrams in Illustration A, B and C shows the courses, the order in which marks are to be passed.

Course will be indicated by displaying the following:


Course 1 - Numeral Pennant One


Course 2 - Numeral Pennant Two


Course 3 – Numeral Pennant Three
8.
MARKS
8.1
Marks will be yellow cylindrical inflatable buoys (1.5 x 0.65 m in diameter) and a black spherical ball.

8.2
Navigation marks must be observed as marks of the course and be passed or rounded on the side as prescribed by the Queensland Transport Regulations .

8.3
A Race Committee Boat signaling a change of course is a mark as provided in instruction 10.3.

9.
THE START
9.1
Races will be started using Rule 26 with the warning signal given five minutes before the starting signal.  All (3) three divisions will start with the warning signal being not before 0955hrs on Saturday and 0945hrs on Sunday. 

9.2
The starting line will be an imaginary line between the committee boat displaying an orange flag or shape at the starboard end and a yellow bouy at the port end.  An inner distance mark may be laid to protect the committee boat, DO NOT PASS BETWEEN.


9.3
A boat starting later than fifteen minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did Not Start.

10.
CHANGE OF POSITION OF THE NEXT MARK
10.1
To change the position of the next mark, the race committee will move the original mark (or the finishing line) to a new position.  The change will be 

signaled before the leading boat has begun the leg, although the mark may not yet be in the new position.  Any mark to be rounded after rounding the moved mark may be relocated without further signaling to maintain the course configuration.

10.2
Rule 33 is changed so that instead of displaying a compass bearing the race committee boat will display a green flag if the direction is changed to starboard or a red flag if the direction is changed to port.

10.3
Boats shall pass between the race committee boat signaling the change of course and the nearby mark, leaving the mark on its prescribed side and the race committee boat on the other end of the line.  This changes Rule 28.1.
11.
THE FINISH
11.1
The finishing line will be between a staff displaying a blue flag or shape on the race committee boat and the yellow can bouy.

12.
TIME LIMIT
12.1
The time limit will be 3hrs.  Boats failing to finish within the time limit will be scored Did Not Finish.

13.
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS
13.1
Protest Forms are available from the PRO.  Protests shall be delivered to a member of the Race Management Team or Sailing Committee within the protest time limit. 

13.2
Protest time limit is 60 minutes after the last boat has finished the race.

13.3
Notices will be posted within 60 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties to a hearing or named as witnesses.  Hearings will be heard at a venue and at a time to be notified.

14.
SCORING
14.1
The low point scoring system Rule A2 will apply.  The boat with the 

lowest score in each division will be declared the winner of that division.

15.
SAFETY REGULATIONS

15.1
A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as possible by UHF, Channel 72 or ring Kerrie on 0412452767.

16.
RADIO COMMUNICATIONS
16.1
A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats.

17.
LIFE JACKETS

17.1
All boats with out safety lines are required to wear life jackets in accordance to the Category 4 Special Regulations Part 1.  

17.2
The Race Committee may protest any competitor who does not comply with this instruction.

18.
PRIZES AND PRESENTATION OF PRIZES
18.1
Prizes will be awarded to first, second and third placegetters on handicap for each division.  A prize will also be awarded to the fastest overall time in each division.

18.2
Presentation shall take place as soon as practicable after racing on Sunday up at the Main Club house.  A raft up on the Saturday night at the Sailing Pavilion with a sausage sizzle, drinks and a great night.
