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CHILDREN’S EN 395 PFD 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
It has been reported to Maritime Safety Queensland that some supermarkets have 
been selling children’s personal flotation devices (PFD) manufactured to the EN 395 
standard. 
 
The EN 395 standard is not an acceptable standard for a PFD in Queensland. An 
EN 395 PFD does not satisfy requirements under the Regulation for a ship to be 
equipped with an appropriate lifejacket or personal flotation device. 
 
Boat operators carrying or wearing an EN 395 PFD in lieu of an appropriate PFD risk 
being issued with a Marine Infringement Notice. 
 
 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
If you have purchased an EN 395 PFD from a supermarket or other retail outlet in 
Queensland you are advised to return the product to the store in question and ask for 
a refund. You may need to speak with the store manager about the issue.
