1. Organising Authority and Venue

(a) In conjunction with RegattaFest, the Organising Authority is South Brisbane Sailing Club Inc.

(b) The venue (host club) is South Brisbane Sailing Club Inc. (S.B.S.C.), Hill End Terrace West End, located at the junction of St. Lucia and Toowong reaches of the Brisbane River.

(c) Visitors to S.B.S.C. are welcome to use all club facilities, but are asked to respect club property and to keep the grounds and clubhouse tidy.  Rigging areas are contained to the grassed areas around the clubhouse, with exception of the corridor between the ramp and the rescue boat housing.  This corridor must be kept clear to facilitate the launching and retrieval of rescue craft.  Visitors to the club are asked to restrict vehicular movements to the sealed roadway and not to drive on the grassed rigging area between the clubhouse and river.
(d) Given current water restrictions, hosing down of boats and associated equipment is prohibited, however, rinsing down with buckets of water, filled from a tap, is allowed.
(e) On street parking at South Brisbane Sailing Club is available.
2. Rules
(a) The sprint race will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2005 -2008, the prescriptions and special regulations of Yachting Australia, the International Rules for the Prevention of Collisions at Sea, Rules and By-Laws of respective Class Associations of Australia, the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions.

(b) At no time shall a competitor move onto the race course until instructed to do so by either of the two South Brisbane Sailing Club rescue vessels; however, competitors are free to move about in the holding area located to the south of the race course (see addendum 1).  Officials on board the rescue vessels will be given clearance to move onto the race course by RegattaFest personnel via radio contact.

(c) The Western side of Milton Reach will be designated as an Exclusion Zone for all RegattaFest competitors.  This exclusion zone is set aside expressly for the movement of commercial and other vessels and will be clearly identified with yellow exclusion zone buoys (see addendum 1).  At no time shall a competitor sail into the exclusion zone; failing to comply with this rule will result in automatic disqualification.

(d) Due to the nature of this sprint race, which forms part of RegattaFest celebrations and activities, all entrants are reminded to be familiar with the laws and regulations that govern their safe navigation.  Interference with the operation of commercial vessels must be avoided and the sprint race Officer of the Day reserves the right to redirect a competitor, so as not to interfere with these vessels.  Irrespective of a competitors’ position during the sprint race, gross failure to follow avoidance instructions will result in disqualification.

(e) Further information regarding the race course and commercial vessel operations for this day will be given at the briefing. 

3. Eligibility

(a) The Regatta is open to all monohull classes under 5 metres in length.

(b) Each crew-member of a yacht much be financial members for the 2005-2006 season, of a club which is affiliated with its’ State Yachting Body.  

(c) A yacht not having insurance and/or third party liability insurance will be eligible to enter.  However, it will be a requirement of entry that crewmembers of such a yacht, not holding insurance and/or liability cover, will be required to sign an acknowledgement understanding they shall bear their own risk of loss, injury and damage etc.;  Parents and/or Guardians of crewmembers under the age of 18 years, will have to concur such acknowledgement.  Acknowledgement forms will be available at the sign-on desk.

4. Entries

(a) The entry fee will be $10:00 per boat.  Entry fees together with appropriate acknowledgments will be submitted at the sign-on desk.

(b) RegattaFest is one of many activities incorporated into the celebration of our river, as part of Riverfestival, and whilst not compulsory, entrants are encouraged to decorate their yachts with colourful ribbons, balloons and attire to make for a colourful, fun and memorable event.  

5. Schedule of Events

(a) Briefing
A briefing shall be conducted at 1300 hours, in the clubhouse of S.B.S.C.; both the skipper and crew are asked to attend the briefing.  

(b) Sprint Race
The race is scheduled to start at approximately 1530 hrs, with a warning signal given 5 minutes prior to the prescribed start.  However, as previously mentioned, clearance to move onto the race course is entirely at the discretion of Regattfest personnel.    

(c) Time Limit
After the start, the time limit for the race expires at 1700 hrs; yachts failing to finish within the allocated time will be scored Did Not Finish (DNF).  The allocated “on the water clearance” for the RegattaFest sprint race is 1500 hrs to 1700 hrs.  Competitors still on the race course area after 1700 hrs may be towed off the course.  The time limit for lodgement of protests shall be 30 minutes after the last boat has finished or 30 minutes after the expired time limit.

(e) Presentation of Trophies and Prizes
At the earliest convenience after the race, the overall winner shall be presented with a perpetual trophy, that which remains housed in the Regatta Hotel; other prizes will be awarded at this time.  The presentation will take place at the B.B.Q. site, on Riverside Drive opposite the Regatta Hotel.

(f) Post Race BBQ and Riverfire Spectacular
All entrants, together with their friends and families, are invited to remain for a BBQ by the river, which will be held directly opposite the Regatta Hotel on Riverside Drive; an easy stroll from the clubhouse of South Brisbane Sailing Club.  From here you will be able to enjoy the atmosphere of the RegattaFest fireworks element of the renowned Riverfire and listen to the Triple M broadcast.  This is scheduled to commence at 1900 hrs.   
6. Sailing Instructions
Sailing instructions shall be available at the sign-on desk.

7. Measurement and Equipment

(a) All yachts entering shall be expected to comply with relevant class rules and regulations.  

(b) A protest by a competitor regarding the measurement of another yacht shall be made to the organising authority within the time limits set out section 5 above.  Furthermore, such a protest will be directed by the organising authority, to the respective class measurer and/or association.

8. Racing Area and Course

a) Regardless of the breeze direction on this day, the sprint race will conducted on Milton reach of the Brisbane River.  The race area and courses are illustrated in Addendum 1.
b) At no time shall a competitor sail into the Commercial Vessel Zone (west of the yellow exclusion buoys); failing to comply with this shall result in automatic disqualification.

9. Scoring

The overall winner of the RegattaFest 2006 Sprint Race, shall be determined on the basis of using a VYC handicap system. 

10. Sign on Sign off

Signing on and off is compulsory and at least one member of yachts’ crews will sign on before leaving the shore and sign off upon returning to shore.  Failure to sign on and/or off will result in automatic disqualification.  Sign on/off sheets will be located in the clubhouse of S.B.S.C. at the sign-on desk.

11. Miscellaneous 

a) Unruly or unsafe behaviour, whether on-shore or on the water, will not be tolerated by the organising authority.  

b) Attention is drawn to Fundamental Rule 4 - Decision to Race “The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue in a race is hers alone”.

c) All competitors must wear or carry aboard, as class and association rules require, Personal Floatation Devices.  These must be worn or carried onboard at all times whilst on the water.
d) By entering this event, each entrant agrees to be bound by the Racing Rules of Sailing and all other Rules and Prescriptions that govern this event and that in participating in the event, bear their own risk of loss, injury and damage and agrees to indemnify South Brisbane Sailing Club Inc. (including their officers, committee members, servants and agents) against any action, claim, demand, damage, cost, loss or expense because of any loss or damage to property or injury to persons caused or contributed to by my participation in the event.
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Competitors to note; the background colour of the course flag signifies the manner in which marks shall be rounded or passed, with the exception of the finish buoy.
