• To develop and enhance sport and active recreation 
infrastructure

• to meet community participation needs

• support local, regional and state levels of competition

• enable Queensland to attract and host key events.



MINOR FACILITIES PROGRAM

• Department of Local Government Planning Sport and 
Recreation

• Amount: You can receive up to 67% of the total eligible 
project costs to a maximum of $134,000. The total 
eligible project cost must be less than $200,000.

• Closing date: Guidelines and/or dates have not been 
finalised for the next round

• Objective: To deliver key recreation and sporting 
infrastructure to meet the sport and active recreation 
demands of Queensland communities.



YOUNG ATHLETE ASSISTANCE 
PROGRAM

• Assist young athletes who have competed at a State 
sporting championship or State School championships.

• Financial assistance of $200 is available to assist with the 
cost of travel and accommodation for the eligible 
event
